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The 2019 Legislative breakfast and forum
was held on Saturday,
tering in Lafayette. As in past years, we
partnered with Farm Bureau to host this
important community event. Representa-
tives Brown, Campbell, and Klinker and
Senator Alting participated in the forum
discussion. About 90 people attended this
year.

As special guests, we invited our high school
partners in the First Time, Lifetime Voter
program to participate. Lafayette Rotary,
ACLU and Purdue Federal Credit Union
sponsored three tables to allow students
from Lafayette Jeff, McCutcheon, and West
Lafayette High Schools to attend the event
without charge. Teachers and students
filled the tables in the front row. The stu-
dents had the chance to develop questions
and then meet with the legislators one on
one both before and after the event.

Sallie Fahey moderated the event, asking
questions generated by the audience. Topics
included hate crimes legislation, erosion con-
trol, school funding and teacher pay, school
safety and confined feeding operations.

Each legislator was given the chance to dis-
cuss their priorities for the session and to
respond with their thoughts and positions on
the issues.

Membership renewal begins officially after the beginning of the new fiscal year in
July, 2019.

The Finance Campaign monies remain locally with the LWVGL to assist with our on -going projects for the remain-
der of this year and, similarly, to fund possible new projects during the following fiscal year. Your financial sup-
port is essential to the health of our League!
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The February 8 meeting of the Tippecanoe County
Board of Elections and Registration was announced
in advance and schedule for a room that would ac-
commodate an audience. Your League spread the
word and at least twenty local League members were
in the audience. Issues the county faces include long
lines at polling places, aging and faulty equipment,
and public distrust of the process. Some o fthe prob-
lems locally were due to state election laws dealing

The board discussed its preparedness for the 2019
municipal elections and the 2020 presidential elec-
tion. The general consensus was there is not cur-
rently enough working equipment to handle the 2020
election.

Ken Jones, LWVGL Voter Service Chairman, spoke
for the League during the public comment time. Ken
and others questioned the board for not fixing a prob-
lem they were aware of prior to the election. The
county needs to invest in more technical staff to keep
all the machines up and running and be able to check
each poll book individually.

The League of Women Voters believes that a basic
level of quality health care at an affordable cost
should be available to all U.S. residents. Other U.S.
health care policy goals should include the equitable
distribution of services, efficient and economical de-
livery of care, advancement of medical research and
technology, and a reasonable total national expendi-
ture level for health care.

BASIC LEVEL OF QUALITY CARE 0 Every U.S.
resident should have access to a basic level of care
which includes:

i The prevention of disease
9 Health promotion and education

9 Primary care (including prenatal and reproduc-
tive health)

9 Acute care
1 Long-term care

1 Mental health care

The League supports admin-
istration of the U.S. health care system either by a
combination of the private and public sectors or by a
combination of federal, state, and/or regional gov-
ernment agencies. The League is opposed to a strict-
ly private market -based model of financing the
health care system. The League also is opposed to
the administration of the health care system solely
by the private sector or the states.

Working to improve access to healthcare and
protect reproductive choice in Indiana

Health Access & Privacy Alliance

LWVGL is member of the Alliance which follows Indiana legislation throughout the General Assembly session.

Many bills were filed to impose upon or limit care for women in need of medical care related to problem pregnancies.
One such bill (HB1211) bans a method of a second trimester abortion which is the safest possible in this time period.
Such second trimester abortions are few and only sought if there is fetal abnormality or the life of the women is
threatened. A second bill (SB201) allows health care providers to refuse to participate in abortion care. Both bills
were passed out of committee and are headed to the Senate floor for a vote.

HAPA wrote letters to the committees hearing these two bills to rationally explain the harm they will cause women
in need of reproductive care prior, during or after an abortion.
rently in litigation since they are clearly unconstitutional under Roe v Wade.
